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BIOGRAPHY

Major General Richard W. Anson, US Army Retired, devoted husband, father and
grandfather, passed away peacefully in his home on August 15th. He was 89. General
Anson was a decorated combat veteran serving in WWII, Korea and Vietnam,

Born February 18th, 1927 in Newburyport, Massachusetts; General Anson joined
the US Navy and served in the Pacific theater during WWIL In 1947, he completed his
enlistment with the Navy and returned to the United States to attend the University of
California Berkley. General Anson graduated with a BS degree and entered the Army as
a distinguished military graduate in 1952 Upon graduation, he was assigned to Korea
asa platoon and company commander with the 2nd Infantry Division, serving in Korea
during the last year of the war

General Anson served in the US Army for 32 years. He served in Vietnam for two
combat tours, 1967 and 1969. During his 2nd tour in Vietnam, General Anson served as
Battalion Commander of 1st Battalion, 2nd Infantry Regiment, 1st Infantry Division,
Among his leadership posts were Commanding General US Army Element Land
Southeast and Deputy Commanding General NATO Headquarters Land Southeast
(Turkey), Office of the Army Chief of Staff, Commander of US Ground Forces in
Panama, Office of the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, and Deputy US Army
Inspector General

His education includes a BS in Economics from the University of California
Berkley, a MS in Operations Rescarch from Ohio State University, and a MS in
Operations Research from the US Army Command and General Staff College, and
Army War College.

His military honors include the Defense Distinguished Service Medal,
Distinguished Service Medal, Distinguished Superior Service Medal, Legion of Merit
(with 2 Oak Leaf Clusters), Distinguished Flying Cross, Bronze Star Medal (with V
Device and 4 Oak Leaf Clusters), Meritorious Service Medal, Air Medal (6th Award),
Army Commendation Medal (with Oak Leaf Cluster), Vietnamese Cross of Gallantry
with Palm, The Combat Infantry Badge with star and the Parachutist Badge

Retiring in 1984, General Anson continued his service as a leader and mentor while
serving as the Honorary Colonel of the 2nd Infantry Regiment Association, 1st Infantry
Division. General Anson served as military consultant and board member for several
corporations. While working for Vinnell | Brown & Root, he was program manager for
two large training and base operations support contracts in Turkey and program
manager for the Saudi Arabian National Guard (SANG) modernization program, In
1992, General Anson served as Vice President of Military Programs to Frank E. Basil
Corporation.

Richard Anson was a devoted, loving family man, and a wonderful husband and
soul mate to his wife Mary, of over 58 years. He is survived by his daughter Sandra
Bullard, son Richard W. Anson Jr, son-inlaw BGen JW. Bullard (USMC Ret),
grandchildren, Erin and Ryan Bullard, Trey and Jessica Anson, and younger brother
Robert Wetzel.

General Anson was a leader and warrior to his fellow Soldiers, he was loved and
respected by all the Soldiers with whom he served and a grateful nation
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
